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2025 AGM Report

As President of the Jaguar Associate Group, I 
represented our club at the 2025 Annual General 
Meeting (AGM) of the Jaguar Club of North America 
(JCNA). This year’s AGM ran from April 24th to the 
27th. It was held at the Sheraton Valley Forge Hotel in 
King of Prussia, Pennsylvania, which is located about 
an hour and a quarter from the “City of Brotherly 
Love:” Philadelphia. The event was hosted by the lo-
cal Delaware Valley Jaguar Club, which I must say, 
did an excellent job of planning and running the 
event. JCNA holds an AGM every year in a different 
city (our own JAG club hosted the 2023 AGM held in 
San Francisco). The 2025 AGM was attended by 156 
people who represented Jaguar clubs from all over 
North America. Besides providing an opportunity 
for JCNA members to meet and mingle, the Annual 
General Meeting covers all aspects of the JCNA’s 
operations.

To kick things off on Friday, the Delaware Club 
arranged an absolutely stunning drive over the ru-
ral roads of Chester County. Participants like me 
who didn’t drive to the AGM were paired with lo-
cal drivers and their cars. I was fortunate enough to 
get a ride from New Jerseyan Mike Eck in his drop-
dead gorgeous two-tone-painted 1960 Jaguar Mark 
IX Saloon. The two-hour drive took us through the 
historic countryside and included a ride over five 
wooden covered bridges all built in the 1800s. The 
route meandered through the green rolling hills of 
Pennsylvania horse country, with the added spring 
attraction of countless trees (dogwoods, magnolias, 
redbuds, etc.) in full spring bloom.

Late af-
ternoon events included a number of tech sessions 
as well as a silent auction of automotive goods and 
memorabilia.

The AGM was capped off on Saturday night 
by a festive cocktail party and banquet which fea-
tured a keynote speech by Brandon Baldassari, the 
Director of Sales Operations for JLR (Jaguar Land 
Rover) North America. Brandon gave a slide show 
and talk about Jaguar’s new direction in developing 
the all-electric Jaguar Type 00. We also heard a few 
words from non-other than Philadelphia’s favorite 
son, Benjamin Franklin (OK, it was just an actor 
in period dress, but boy, that guy looked just like 
Franklin) Finally, JCNA presented its annual awards 
which covered a slew of different categories, includ-
ing best website and best newsletter. I was pleased 
to see fellow Californian Nedra Rummel receive the 
prestigious Coventry Foundation Founder’s Award 
for the Jaguar owner who best exemplifies the mis-
sion and core values of the foundation. 
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JAG: EAST BAY DRIVE AND LUNCH AT BACK FORTY BBQ  
MAY 24, 2025

On Saturday May 24 a large group of JAG mem-
bers meet up at the Castro Valley Community Center 
parking lot carving out a spot for 25 Jaguars and 5
